Our new Foundation Stage children started full time this week and they are superstars! They have enjoyed playing outside on the trim trail and they have been practising their classroom routines. They have started phonemic awareness and have had a focus on listening this week. Well done to them all!
Topics
There is lots of exciting learning happening in Science across the academy. Year 1 are learning all about materials and they are testing them to discover their properties. Year 2 are finding out how to stay healthy and are learning about exercise and eating a balanced diet. Year 4 have been building circuits to light up bulbs and sound buzzers as part of their electricity topic. Year 5 have been investigating solids, liquids and gases and they have been separating and dissolving substances. Year 6 have started with a Geography topic about the UK and Norway and they have been identifying human and physical features.
Snacks
If you choose to send your child with a snack for break time, please ensure that this is a healthy snack, such as (but not limited to!): fruit, vegetable sticks, oat bars, or yoghurts.
Allergies
We have multiple children with nut allergies across the academy, so please avoid sending any food in with your child that contains nuts to keep all of our children safe. We have children with other allergies too. Sometimes parents like to send food in for their child’s class to enjoy, for example, as a birthday treat. If you would like to do this, please ensure that the food is in individual sealed packages, labelled with the ingredients. We are not able to share food with the children that has been cooked or baked at home.
Safety When Eating
We are also mindful that some foods may cause a choking hazard to children. We request that, either in snacks or packed lunches, grapes are cut lengthways into quarters and that no meat on the bone (such as chicken drumsticks) is sent in.
